Given below is some basic information about getting married at All Saints’ Church.
BANNS

If you are being married by banns, these will be called on three consecutive Sundays not more than three months before your wedding.  We ask you to be present on at least two occasions to hear your banns read out.  If one of you does not live in East Hanningfield you must arrange for the banns to be called in your home Church of England Parish Church. When this has been done you must collect the banns certificate (cost £12.00 at present) from your Parish Church and show it to the Minister who is taking your wedding service before the wedding. It is not possible to marry you unless this certificate has been seen.

MUSIC

Our organist, Daphne, is familiar with a wide range of music. Please contact her (Daphne Hilliar  01245  264444) and the Minister with your choice of music not less than 4 weeks before your marriage. If you would like help choosing music please see Daphne after any church service.
FLOWERS

It is the couple's responsibility to organise flowers.  Please contact Gil Gordon in good time (01245-400298 or email - sgordon@care4free.net) for advice on flowers in the church, instructions for your florist (including access to the church as necessary) and whether you intend to remove any arrangements after the wedding. If you wish, Gil may be able to decorate the church for you, but you need to book this well ahead.  NB during Lent and Advent the church is not usually decorated with flowers, but exceptions can be made.

REHEARSAL

A date will be set close to the day of the wedding for a close look at the service and a rehearsal. The best man, bridesmaids, pages and parents etc are welcome to join us.
ORDER OF SERVICE

You may wish to produce an Order of Service for the ceremony. This can be discussed with the Minister. The usual lay-out for this is:

The Words of the first hymn


The Declarations

The Reading/s

The Address 


(The Words of the third hymn)

The Marriage


The Blessing

(The Words of the second hymn)

The Prayers

The Signing of the Register

Copyright 

To comply with the law recordings can be made for domestic use only.  Many hymns are protected by the Copyright Act, 1956.  This act applies to hymns, music and words whose writer or composer is still living or has been dead for less than 50 years.  To comply with this Act, video makers should obtain a licence from the Mechanical Copyright Protection Society.

The Performers’ Protection Acts apply to musicians and choristers and make it illegal to record any singer or musician without his/her prior consent. The Organist and Choir at All Saints’ are happy to be recorded so long as such recording does not detract from their main task of leading the services to the best of their ability.
The Minister has the final authority in the matter of video recording.  We are happy for recordings to be made so long as such recordings do not distract the minister officiating or the people participating in the service. Therefore only one nominated operator is permissible and must remain in the position agreed prior to the service.

The Recording Fee. The Royal School of Church Music recommend an additional fee for musicians and choir at recorded services. To comply with this, the fees for the organist and choir are doubled when recorded.
CONFETTI

Please feel free to use confetti outside the church gates. Biodegradable confetti is preferred.
PARKING

Parking is not allowed on The Tye. It may be possible to arrange for parking in the village hall car park or on a nearby site. Please contact Stan Gordon (Churchwarden) to check. (tel 01245  400298).
We regret there are no toilet facilities at the church at present.
